HELEN F. & ARTHUR B. ZIEGLER - Selection will be based on social responsibility, community involvement, academic
performance, and need. The scholarship amount has yet to be determined.

JEAN HOWLETT BYRON MEMORIAL - Two scholarships in the amount of $5,000 each will be granted to seniors who
will be attending Michigan State University in the fall of 2024. Selection will be based on financial need.

JONATHON D. STROUSE MEMORIAL ART - One scholarship will be granted to a graduating senior who will be
attending a two- or four-year college studying Visual or Performing Arts.
